OREGON BOOK AWARDS
2008 Guidelines

Oregon Book Awards are available for original work published or produced in the following
categories:

¥ Poetry, including chapbooks of more than 20 pages in length.

¥ Novel, minimum 40,000 words.

¥ Short Fiction, including collections and anthologies.

¥ General Nonfiction, such as biography, history, sciences, nature writing, landscape

¥ writing and criticism.

¥ Creative Nonfiction, such as autobiography, memoir and personal essay.

¥ Children’s Literature, including poetry, fiction and nonfiction. This includes easy readers
and picture-books.

¥ Young Adult Literature, including poetry, fiction and nonfiction.

¥ Drama, including full-length and one-act plays; radio, television and screenplays; and

one-person productions that are published, or have had a staged reading or full production

in a theatre or other official venue. Note: the Drama award is biennial and will be given

in 2008.

Eligibility Requirements
¥  Work must be written by a full-time, living Oregon resident. A resident who moves
from Oregon after the submission deadline will be disqualified. A qualified resident
who dies after the submission deadline may receive a posthumous award.
¥ Books must have an original publication date between April 1, 2007 and March 31,
2008. In the case of a collection or anthology, this timeframe applies to the publication
as a volume, not of individual pieces.
¥ A script must have had been published or had its first public performance between
April 1,2006 and March 31, 2008.
¥  With the exception of the children’s literature category, the work must be
predominantly text, not illustration, and not purely informational. In children’s
literature, picture-books and easy readers are eligible.
Books that are predominantly informational, including how-tos, guidebooks, textbooks,
recipe books and self-help books are not eligible.
Works of translation are ineligible.
Co-authored titles are acceptable if all authors are full-time, living Oregon residents.
All books in all categories are judged for their writing, not design or illustration. A
designer/illustrator’s status as an Oregon resident is not an issue.
Electronically published books should be submitted as bound, paper print-outs that
include full publication information (ISBN, editor, publisher, publication date, etc.).
Work authored by Literary Arts staff, board members or advisory committee members
is precluded from consideration; however, if a board or advisory committee member
takes a leave of absence, from the day a work is submitted until the ceremony in the
fall, the work is eligible.
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Important Dates

All entries must be received no later than 5 p.m. on Friday, May 30, 2008. This is not a
postmark deadline; late entries will not be accepted. Finalists will be announced prior to a
ceremony in the fall, at which the winners will be named.

Selection Process



Out-of-state judges are instructed to choose up to five finalists in each category, including a
winner, using literary merit as the sole selection criterion. Each judge has the option of selecting
fewer than five finalists and of making no award. In all cases, judges’ decisions are final.

Submission Fees:

Work may be submitted by the author, publisher, producer or any member of the public. The
entry fee will be determined by the title’s initial print run:

2,000 or fewer copies = $25

2,000 to 4,999 = $35

5,000 or more = $50

Please send an author photo in the form of an actual photograph or a CD-ROM. Please include
the author’s name on photo or disk.
